Craig’s Notes
It’s not often that an artist comes along who takes music to a totally different place. Jacob Collier is one such 
musician. Still in his twenties, he has already recorded a vast output, collaborated with many of the world’s 
top artists and his social media presence has redefined the genre. Little Blue is taken from his latest album, 
Djesse 4, and as soon as I heard it, I wanted Young Voices to sing it. 
It’s a very generous song, by which I mean there’s something here for everyone: a beautiful singable melody, 
some soothing lyrics which can mean different things to different listeners, and harmony which reaches 
depths seldom visited by any other songwriter. Much of his other music is an explosion of ideas and quite 
complex, almost out of reach. This has a simple elegance, it’s a moment of calm among the chaos, with  
some really meaningful lyrics which I hope will touch whoever joins in. ‘Joining in’ is one of Jacob’s favourite 
things, most notably highlighted by his Audience Choirs, which feature in this song, both on the album and 
on our learning track. A quick search of YouTube will show some great examples of this. I wonder, are there 
any little Jacob Colliers out there in your choirs?

David’s Notes
There is really only one thing to say about this song (other than how gorgeous a moment it is going to be in 
our concert, of course) and that is the rhythm of the tune. It is syncopated throughout, which means that the 
words occur one quarter and three quarters of the way through each beat. It is so consistent that it is easy 
to mishear everything a semiquaver later than intended. May I suggest that you listen through to this a few 
times before you start teaching it: listen to the original version online, too, although bear in mind that ours is 
slightly different in places. I hope then that you’ll be able to find a few different ways to communicate how 
this feels because feeling is the key. 
As I always mention in the Teacher Workshops, pulse is something to be felt rather than thought about. 
We attach numbers to pulse (1, 2, 3, 4, 1, 2, 3, 4 etc) but the numbers are not the pulse, they simply help us 
measure it. Pulse is something to be sensed by each performer, and, in case you were wondering, this is why 
I wave my arms: literally in the hope of stimulating the same pulse inside each band member and each and 
every Young Voice, so that the music-making of thousands of people can become simultaneous.
Even the chorus of this song (“Singing don’t be afraid of the dark,”) is quite mellow, and despite the 
syncopations, we should sing it smoothly. The ending is very special: “Ooh, find your way home.” comes 
three times, with the third “Ooh” both higher and longer. Please spend some time on this ending as I think 
this song could be a real showstopper!
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
