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Craig’s Notes
2023 saw the 50th anniversary of Catch a Fire, the 5th album by Bob Marley and the Wailers, a  
groundbreaking album which catapulted Reggae music into the mainstream musical world. The biopic film 
Bob Marley: One Love was released earlier this year, Bob would have turned 80 in 2025, and we felt that  
the time was right to bring the music of Bob Marley to Young Voices. 
We have featured many of music’s legends over the years. Bob Marley surely sits fully in that group as by far 
the leading exponent of reggae, perhaps the coolest of all musical genres! You can’t sing this music standing 
still, so Andy has also devised some moves to go with the tunes, which we hope you will enjoy. 
As our finale this year, this medley will also feature all our artists at some point, so prepare for some 
surprises on the day. There are some brief moments of parallel harmony but otherwise this is a musically 
straightforward piece which leaves room for learning some of the wordier pieces in the repertoire. 

David’s Notes
This opening theme from Redemption Song gives a rather grand, atmospheric start to this medley.  
Try these two four-bar phrases in one breath each. The second one will be harder because not only does 
it slow down, but it also gets louder on the last note, requiring even more breath. The answer is that your 
singers should breathe wherever they need to on this second phrase, so avoid recommending one place for 
them to do it. The overall effect between them should then be of one seamless line. Andy has created moves 
throughout this medley so once the singers have got the hang of them, begin to incorporate these. 
One Love should be straightforward enough: look out in bars 17 and 23 for the words “Let’s” and “and” which  
are short and clipped, just like nearly everything in the next song, Get Up, Stand Up. The reggae groove and feel  
is hugely dominant in Jamming and I hope your singers will be comfortable gently grooving all the way 
through – I am in no doubt that this will help the sound, as well as the look. 
The two-part singing in Could You Be Loved is really fun to do, although again it is optional – you could 
choose to sing either part. The tune is in the lower part, and the upper part is the harmony.
Because this is a finale medley, we will be welcoming back our guest artists. At this point in the medley, 
Tommy will come on and sing another Bob Marley song in which we are not involved. We then bring back  
the theme from Redemption Song, but this time it is higher, quicker and louder: the accompaniment from  
the band will be different too as it heralds our final song, Three Little Birds. 
After the iconic eight-bar introduction, our phrases are all idiomatically short. Note that when we sing “every 
little thing’s gonna be alright.”, the gap in the music is between the word “thing” and the apostrophe ‘s’. 
Reading from a lyric sheet or lyric video, this won’t be clear, so as I often say, get them used to this early on 
so that it doesn’t become difficult to fix. Encourage a bright, ringing sound to their voices in bar 119, and a 
floating head voice in bar 123. The second chorus is stronger in dynamic, slows down in a very grand way, 
and ends with optional harmonies.
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
